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A Access

The Licensor, itsemployeesand agentsshall, at alltimes, have free accessto the Toronto CongressCentre
Ltd., ("TCC") providing such accessdoesnot interfere with the purposesforwhich the license isgranted.
The Licensor shall provide the Licensee with a list of namesof authorized personnelwho shallbe provided
with identification badgesat the expense of the Licensee to identify personnelwho shallbe given access
free of charge.

ADAdditional Rules & Regulations
The Licensor may issue additional rulesand regulations. These additional rulesand regulationsshallbe
binding upon the Licensee.

ADAdhesive Tape
Alladhesve productsmust be removable without damage to the building finishes. Chargeswill apply for
alltape damage and/or adhesive removal at a rate of $ 34.00 per hour.

A Advance Receiving

TCC haslimited space available on the loading docksforreceiving materialsin advance of your shows
scheduled move-in date. Thisservice must be arranged through Lange Transportation. Please see the
Advance Receiving/Post Event Sorage Order form orcontact the Account Representative at (905) 362-
1290 or 1-800-668-5687.In addition, Lange willarrange for materialsto be left behind at the end of the
event, forup to 21 daysafteryour show/event hasmoved out.

A Alcohol
Alcoholmay only be consumed in those areasof the facility licensed and designated asalcohol
consumption areasand must be obtained from TCC.

@Ceiling Hangers
No itemscan be hung orsuspended from the ceiling without the expresswritten permission of TCC. If such
permisson isgranted, itemsmust be suspended by the exclusive supplier, Showtech Hectric.

A Exhibits
All exhibitsmust be brought into the Centre via the designated move-in doorsfrom the loading dockson
the West side of the building.

Exhibits must not hinder or obstruct any fire equipment, emergency exits, display signage, windowsor
doors.

Exhibitsmay only be installed in the designated licensed area aslaid out in the event floor plan.

TCC willnot accept advance exhibit shipment unlessarrangementshave been made with TCC ‘s
designated warehouser.

Exhibitsleft in the premisesafterthe designated move-out period willbe removed and put into storage by
TCC ‘sdesignated warehouser and willonly be returned upon receipt of a storage charge which will
covertime, labour, and rental space.

The Licensor will not be held responsible forthe admission of any exhibitswhich do not come within the

dimensions, weight orloading capacity of the entrances.
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@Garbage

Garbage willbe removed from the show floorand the building by the official contractor at the Licensee's
expense. The official cleaning contractorand TCC management are the only people authorized to
operate the garbage compactor.

@Loading Docks

TCC isequipped with 15 truck levelloading dockswith automatic dock levelersand trailer lights. The truck
docksare fully covered, secured and heated in winter. In addition, there are two pick up leveldocksand
unlimited drive in access. The operation of the loading bays overhead doorsisrestricted to the dock
manager.

A Materials Handling
TCC equipment may be operated by the Centre’spersonnel only.

All forkliftsand heavy loading devicesmust be operated by a trained operatorapproved by the Licensor.
Damagesresulting from the improperoperation of such equipment willbe the responsibility of the
operatorand/orthe Licensee.

Designated Entrances- All persons, articles, exhibits, fixtures, displaysand property of any kind shallbe
brought into and out of the building only at and through those entrancesand exitsasthe Licensor may
designate from time to time. Certain aislesmay be designated by the Licensorasnon-freight aidesduring
move-in and move-out.

@ Merchandise Removal

Show security isthe responsibility of the Licensee. However, TCC can assist the Licensee in establishing an
authorization system to allow exhibitorsand othersto remove merchandise from the show floor. If there is
no established system in place, security should be advised to obtain and report any personsremoving
merchandise from the show. No goodgdolliesmay be passed through any glassor pedestrian doors.

@ Motorized Vehicles

Vehiclespowered by an internal combustion engine must contain at least three quarters(3/4) tank of fuel
and once in postion must not be operable (e.g. battery must be disconnected). Fuelcapsmust be
locked ortaped shut.

Vehiclesmust have drip pansunderneath them and padsunderalltires. Allvehiclesentering the exhibit
area and/orthe Centre must be clean and dry.

Allfloor areasof the Centre must be covered and protected with heavy duty plastic sheeting prior to
vehiclesentering the Centre, at the Licensee'sexpense.

No motorized vehiclesare allowed to operate in the Centre unlessspecial permission to do so hasbeen
granted by building management.
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@ prohibited Acts
The Licensee and exhibitorsshall not:

a. Allow any article to be brought into norany act done within the Centre which conflictswith rules of
the Toronto FHre Department orany relevant governmental authority, or which will render void or
increase the premiumson the insurance policiesheld by the Licensor, norinjure ordeface any part
of TCC, nor permit anything to be done by theiragentsoremployeesby which TCC may in any
mannerbe injured marred ordefaced.

b. Admit orpermit any child underthe age of 16 to TCC during any move-in or move-out timesof the
event.

c. Commit any nuisance orknowingly do or permit to be done anything which may result in the
creation orcommission of a nuisance, orannoy, harassor interfere with usersof any other part of
TCC.

d. Permit nails, hooks, screwsortacksto be driven into any part of TCC orequipment contained
therein, nor permit or make any alterationsof any kind to the Toronto Congress Centre or its
equipment.

e. Cause orproduce to be caused orproduced therein. orto emanate there from any unusual,
noxiousor objectionable noises, smell orlightsin any part of TCC.

f. Use anypart of TCC thereof forlodging orseeping.

g. Do orpermitto be done anything which may interfere with the effectivenessor accessbility of
utility, heating, ventilation, elevators, electrical, plumbing, gas, compressed air or air conditioning
systems, or portionsthereto in TCC, nordo or permit to be done anything which may interfere with
free accessto passage thereto orto the public areasadjacent thereto, orto the street or
sdewalksadjoining.

@Parking
Exhibitor parking willbe designated by TCC. TCC reservesthe right to charge for parking.

@Propane

TCC hasan exclusive supplierforall propane used on site, Lange Ltd. Thisensuressafety and compliance
on ste. All service contractors, show managers, exhibitors, etc., must arrange theirpropane through Lange
Ltd.

DExcluded Areas for Exhibits
Exhibitsare prohibited in alllobby areas, designated concession areasand in all otherareasspecified by
the Licensor.

N RET rage

Allitemsfor storage during an event must be stored in the proper storage area. The storage area isthe
responsbility of the Licensee at theirexpense. Sorage isprohibited on the loading dock area.

No item may be suspended from any ceiling without the written permisson of TCC management. Any
itemsto be suspended may only be suspended by the official contractors(Showtech Hectric) orby a
subcontractorapproved by TCC.

In orderto obtain TCC'sapprovalitisnecessary to supply the following information.

@Set-Up Instructions

TCC doesnot restrict exhibitorsfrom carrying in theirown material (through specified doors) or from setting
up theirown exhibits. No wheeled vehicles, whether powered or not, are to be driven in the facility
without permission from TCC management except to transport goodsin and out. Allvehiclesmust be
removed immediately, once unloaded.

No children underthe age of 16 yearsare allowed on site during move-in or move-out. During show hours
they must be underthe supervison of parentsor guardians.

Licensesand exhibitorsare requested to bring theirown tools, ladders, brooms, dolliesand otherrequired
itemsto erect their exhibits. TCC doesnot loan any of these items. Alllabour requirementsforthe set up
and teardown of an event are the responsbility of the Licensee, the exhibitorsand their service
contractors.

@Shipping and Receiving
Goodsto be shipped to TCC must be scheduled to arrive at the facility during the specific move-in period
only. Personnel authorized by the Licensee must be present to receive the shipment of goods.

Exhibitors must ensure that the “Third Party Billing” box hasbeen marked after TCC addresson their
Waybill, and theircompany name, the receiverand booth numberisclearly indicated. Otherwise the
shipment willbe refused.

No goodscan be accepted By TCC staff prior to the scheduled move-in period. Sorage space is not
available, nor will TCC be held responsible for goods shipped in advance.
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@S’g ns, Decorations & Adhesives

Sgnsand decorationsmay not be brought into the Centre without priorapproval from TCC. Given such
approvalsignsand decorationsmay only be hung and/orsecured by the designated people [Showtech]
using the restricted hardware materials.

The client willremove all ignsand decorationswithin the license period at theirexpense. Failure to
remove decorationswill result in additional feesand/or TCC removing the decorationsat the client's
expense.

TCC reservesthe right to remove any signsordecorationsthat are found objectionable.

Sgnage may be posted only on the regularbillboardsprovided by the facility forthe period of time
designated by the Licensor.

"Confetti"isnot permitted in any area of TCC.
Exterior signsand bannersmay not be fastened to the building superstructures.
Temporary exterior directional information, shuttle bussigns, etc., must be approved in advance by TCC.

Sgns, bannersand smilar materialsmay not be nailed, stapled, hung, or attached to ceilings, walls, or
painted surfacesexcept by permission of TCC. Failure to comply will result in a charge of $75.00 minimum
peroccurrence to the Licensee.

The only tapesauthorized foruse on exhibit hall HOORS are;

Doublestick V (2-sided tape), Rainbow (1-sded 7mlvinyl), masking tape , #618 Suretape (cloth duct tape),
#174 high-adhesion double-faced tape.Hoortape removalisthe responsbility of the Licensee at their
expense.Any resdual floortape left on the trade hall floorsafter move out willbe removed by TCC at a
rate of $34.00 perhour.

Acceptable WALLadhesvesare Lepage Fun Tak or smilar putty adhesive. Alladhesive productsmust be
removable without damage to the surfaces.

@Smoking
Smoking isstrictly prohibited throughout the facility.

A sound System
No sound system can be brought into the facility without prior written permission from TCC.

@Saace Allocation
Any event will be restricted to the area designated by the signed agreement.
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@Telephones
There are a number of pay telephoneslocated throughout the facilty aswellason the show floor. The
telephoneson the show floorare permanent fixturesthat move within a 60 foot radiusof their position.

Private telephone arrangement for showsor eventsheld in the facilty must be made directly with Bell
Canada and/ora cellularphone supplier.

TCC telephone numbersmay not be published asan official show orconvention numberand are reserved
forthe exclusive use of TCC.

A water
If waterisrequired, it must be coordinated with the Event Manager. TCC'stechnical contractor must hook
up, filand drain all water set-ups. The cost of waterisbased on volume and technicalwork involved.
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HYDRO - PROVINCIAL REQUIREMENTS FOR EXHIBITING
BECTRICAL EQUIPMENTATTRADE SHOWS

The Ontario Hectrical Safety Code (Ontario Regulation 10/02) isthe provincial regulation that definesthe
requirementsfor electrical installationsand electrical productsin Ontario. The Hectrical Safety Authority isresponsible
forenforcement of the Ontario Bectrical Safety Code.

Rule 2-022 of the Ontario Hectrical Safety Code requiresthat any electrical equipment that isbeing displayed,
offered for sale, orused in any show/convention/or smilar exhibition MUST BE APPROVED. At Trade Shows, unapproved
electrical equipment willonly be permitted when the Hectrical Safety Authority gives permisson.

Bectrical equipmentisconsidered approved if it bearsthe certification mark or Feld Evaluation label of an
organization that hasbeen accredited by the SandardsCouncil of Canada to approve electrical equipment. If
these markingsare missing, the equipmentisconsidered to be unapproved. Bulletin 2-7-11 showsallapproved
certification marksor Feld Evaluation markingsaccepted in Ontario.

Note:

1. Bectrical equipment must be approved asan assembled unit. Hectrical equipment that consistsof an assembly or
combination of otherindividually approved electrical equipment ordevicesisconsidered unapproved.

2. The exhibitorisexpected to make every reasonable effort to have electrical equipment approved priorto the
show. The Bectrical Safety Authority will permit equipment to be shown asstated in Rule 2-022(5) of the Ontario
Bectrical Safety Code for specific equipment and fora determined period of time.

Please complete the application form to receive a written permission to show unapproved electrical equipment. This
should be forwarded with a cheque or credit card authorization to the Hectrical Safety Authority’s Customer Service
Centre. Permission to show should be displayed with the equipment during the entire show, and doesnot provide
permission to energize unapproved electrical equipment. A fee of $45.00 will be administered for this service. Your
permission to show, together with your receipt, will be mailed or faxed to you.
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
